Submission Guideline
File Size and Format

Digital photographs should be taken at the highest resolution possible. There is no restriction on the type of digital or film camera used to capture images. Photographs taken with electronic devices such as mobile phones and tablets are acceptable, as long as the photograph is of high resolution. High-quality scans of non-digital photographs are also acceptable. (Please see Digital Adjustment Guideline below for more details.)


Your email submission should be no larger that 5MB. If your original file size is larger that 5MB, make sure to save a copy of your file in a smaller size. Make sure to send us a file in JPEG or JPG format. 

If you are shortlisted, you will be asked to give us an original print of 8 x 10 inches. You can get a high quality print by making your image 300 dpi. If you don't have a good printer at home, you can go to Photomax or other photo printing services.

Photograph Eligibility
Photographs must be works of original material taken by you, and taken no earlier than January 1, 2010. 

Photographs that have won any other contests are not eligible. 

For a photo in which a person is recognizable (e.g. another Yew Chung student), we may ask you to submit a Subject Release Form, seeking his/her permission before publishing the photo. For photos with Primary students, please list the names of students in your photos on your application.

Photographs must not contain obscene, provocative, defamatory, sexually explicit, or otherwise objectionable or inappropriate content. The judges have the sole discretion to disqualify any entries that may deem inappropriate.  

Photos that violate or infringe upon another person’s rights, including but not limited to copyright, are not eligible.

By entering the contest, you grant YCEF a royalty-free, worldwide, perpetual, non-exclusive license to display, distribute, reproduce and create derivative works of the entries, in whole or in part, in any media now existing or subsequently developed, for any educational, promotional, publicity, exhibition, archival, scholarly and all other standard YCEF purposes. Any photograph reproduced will include a photographer credit as feasible. YCEF will not be required to pay any additional consideration or seek any additional approval in connection with such uses.

Digital Adjustment Guideline

Minor adjustments, including spotting, dodging and burning, sharpening, contrast and slight color adjustments are acceptable.  


Cropped photos are eligible.

Black and white and toned images are eligible. 

An image that combines the elements of more than one photograph is NOT eligible.

We do not accept photos that are altered or edited, apart from the adjustments stated above. If the judges determine that you have altered your photo, they reserve the right to disqualify it.

We reserve the right to disqualify incomplete entries and/or contestants who are unable to submit, upon request, a high-resolution photograph of at least 300 dpi at 8 x 10 inches or an original photo print.
